m Murder is a violation of human life as created
in God's image

m Adultery is a violation of the most sacred
human relationship, that of marriage

m The verb “to commit adultery” can be used of
either men or women

m Adultery is marital infidelity of a man with the
wife of another, a man with the fiancée of
another, or a wife with a man (Durham)
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The “great sin” in ANE

m Genesis 20:9

Then Abimelech called Abraham and said to
him, “What have you done to us? And how
have | sinned against you, that you have
brought on me and on my kingdom a great
sin? You have done to me things that ought
not to be done.”
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[ Unfaithfulness to the marriage covenant
is also unfaithfulness to God

m Genesis 39:9

There is no one greater in this house than I,
and he has withheld nothing from me except
you, because you are his wife. How then
could | do this great evil and sin against
God?

Adultery was a very serious offense
in OT Israel

m Deuteronomy 22:22

If a man is found lying with a married woman,
then both of them shall die, the man who lay
with the woman, and the woman; thus you
shall purge the evil from Israel.
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A serious crime against family and God

“This attitude toward adultery [that it was
punishable by death] is fully understandable
only in view of the fact that more than the
integrity of marriage and the home and more
than the integrity of personal honor were at
stake in the covenantal setting of Yahweh'’s
‘ten words.’ The integrity of the Israelite’s
relationship with Yahweh himself was at
stake” (3. Durham, Word Commentary)
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Marriage is a sacred institution
m Genesis 2:18, 24

Then the Lord God said, “It is not good for the
man to be alone; | will make him a helper
suitable for him.” . . . For this reason a man
shall leave his father and his mother, and be
joined to his wife; and they shall become one
flesh.

Jesus: “So they are no longer two, but one
flesh. What therefore God has joined
together, let no man separate.” (Matt. 19:6)
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Those who defile marriage will face
God as judge

Marriage is to be held in honor among all,

and the marriage bed is to be undefiled; for
fornicators and adulterers God will judge.
