> “To the church of God in Corinth” — Paul subtly
changed from “To the church of the Thessalonians
in God.” He did so to prove to those at Corinth that
the church belongs to God, not them!

Paul Wrote To Believers In Corinth

1 Corinthians 1:2-3 To the church of God which is at
Corinth, to those who have been sanctified in Christ
Jesus, saints by calling, with all who in every place
call on the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, their Lord
and ours: Grace to you and peace from God our
father and the Lord Jesus Christ.

> Sanctified = perfect passive/ in Christ

> In Christ = either “by Christ Jesus” or “in the sphere
of”

1. God the Father is normally the One who elects the
saints to be in His Son. (Eph. 1:3-4)

2. By calling = is their vocation (Fee)
